So drink deeply today of God’s love. Accept it, even when you don’t feel very lovable,
because God’s desire is that we experience and believe in his massive love for all of us.
It’s good for you, it’s good for me, and it’s good for those around us as His love spills
out of our lives and into theirs!

every day to walk with you and share your love with others!
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
